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Illegal wildlife trade is a fast-moving and complicated issue to tackle.

The rise of the age of internet has also exacerbated the challenges in

combating this issue. The fight against illegal wildlife trade requires

multinational collaboration across different sectors - governments,

NGOs, private organisations and the general public. Additionally,

multifaceted strategies should be employed, such as having powerful

legislation and boots on ground to enforce these laws.

World Wildlife Day is both a celebration and a call to action. Wildlife

and nature are extremely important to humans. Key species provide

important ecosystem services to people and are an important part of our

culture and identity. However, they are under steep declines and

serious threats. Biodiversity loss is caused by unsustainable

exploitation, habitat and ecosystem destruction. Nature can still be

conserved, restored, and used sustainably if we take urgent and

coordinated actions.

 

The conservation of species requires collaboration, community and

creativity. It requires the support of the people and we must consider

the needs of the communities that are concerned. Soft skills are crucial

in engaging and communicating with various stakeholders. Nonetheless,

everyone can be involved in conservation regardless of background given

the broad skillsets needed in this field. Sometimes, the best solutions

may be the simplest.  

This

can be done by leveraging the wider community to be involved. Citizen

science is a great way of being able to collect more information and

data. We need to work with communities and build on their existing

intimate knowledge of the surrounding and make use of novel

technologies that can provide insights and allow for better monitoring.

Most importantly, we must be adaptable in today's volatile climate. 
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
