Pink-necked Green Pigeons (Treron vernans ) make nests 
out of loosely-placed twigs. This pair decided to nest in 
our volunteer’s flower pot! 

If you see any baby birds, leave them alone and observe 
them from afar unless they are in immediate danger.

Oriental Pied Hornbills (Anthracoceros
albirostris ) are a common observation 
across most surveys. This implies these 
birds are well-adapted to urban settings. 

Remember, do not feed our wild birds! 
They have plenty of food in nature.
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
