The devel oprment of the Southern Islands, of which Singapore Tourism Board
(STB) is the co-ordinating body on behalf of Mnistry of Technol ogy and

I ndustry (MrI1), is an exanple of a case in point, as well as other exanples
(el abor at ed bel ow).

The Southern |slands presents a case of the constant conflict between
preservation of Singapore’s few natural areas and the need for optinisation
of land use. Realising the need for conservation of Singapore’ s natura
heritage, it was thought nore interesting and beneficial to harness and

saf eguard the natural beauty of the islands as green space for the use and
enjoynment of all visitors, rather than turn it into a concrete jungle.

To enable utilisation of the islands, the devel opment enables justification
of econom c cost whilst preserving the natural environment. The devel opnents
wi || enhance the islands by creating anenities next to the existing island
for the convenience and use of the public, as well as by providing a live-in
comunity that will formthe backbone of a viable and sustainabl e devel oprment
wi t hout destroying the islands. Approximately 70% of the islands would be
left in their natural state.

As part of the overall concept plan for the islands, air pollution would be
kept to a mnimal by ensuring that vehicles with internal conmbustion engi nes
will not be allowed on the islands (except for energency purposes). In
addition, the STB and the NUS have entered into an agreement under the joint
STB-NUS MOU where NUS will do the foll ow ng:
- develop an inventory of the flora and fauna on St. John’s and Lazarus
I sl ands;
- develop plans to conserve and enhance a coastal botanical collection for
t he i sl ands;
- study the feasibility of creating a habitat for threatened species on the
i sl ands;
- determne the feasibility of developing St. John’s and Lazarus I|slands as
a gateway to eco-tourismattractions in the region
to which STB would seek to inplenent if feasible. In the works is one of the
prelimnary proposals by NUS for the propagati on of native plants (of
Sout hern I sl ands, Singapore) for the |andscapi ng of the devel opnent areas of
t he i sl ands.
STB will al so be conducting another joint STB-NUS MOU research study into the
ecotourism potential of Singapore, which will include identifying ecol ogica
sites with tourismappeal within Singapore. The study ains to deternine the
feasibility and recomrendati ons on necessary policies and devel opments to be
undertaken for discrimnate, sensitive and sustai nabl e pronotion of
ecotourismin Singapore.
In the exanple of the recently devel oped ‘' G een Map of Singapore’, the
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Si ngapore Environment Council and the STB sought to produce a new narketing
collateral, in which Singapore’'s ecol ogical attractions, environnentally-
friendly facilities and green businesses are highlighted to | ocals and
visitors. At the sane time, the Map seeks to rai se nature appreciation and
envi ronnental awareness and action for Singapore’'s fragile biologica
diversity anong Map users, by featuring, for exanple, facts on the

envi ronnent and nature diversity wi thin Singapore, contacts of green
