These green wall systems,
some free form and others modular and
rigid, had to be lightweight and slim.
Compared to thick plastic modular systems,
they also have the ability to contain and
withhold the media without subsiding or
collapsing. With excellent water-absorbent
quality and integrated irrigation systems,
they are hosts to varied plant species from
different regions of the world. The project
is a successful living example of a series of
proprietary green wall systems.

Phoenix Garden demonstrates how plant
life can be integrated into living spaces and
need not be restricted to raised beds and
containers, like in many home gardens in
Singapore. Different families of plants thrive
in different areas of the garden, adding
interest to the limited area, yet require
minimal maintenance. The garden spaces are
highly personalised, despite being part of a
turnkey project, and successfully fulfilled the
owner's desire to create a cozy yet exciting
garden for the family. The combination of
familiar plants and exotic gems from other
parts of the world has resulted in a lush yet
manageable green space, which is different
at every angle.

Name: Outdoor Butterfly Garden at
Terminal 3, Changi Airport Singapore

The world’s first Butterfly Garden at Changi
Airport Singapore is designed as a tropical
butterfly habitat with a profusion of flowering
plants, high greenery, and a six-metre-tall
grotto and waterfall. Structured enclosures
bring the “jungle” close to visitors, who can
witness the butterflies feeding, breeding,
and taking their first flight at close range.
The two-storey open-air enclosed garden
is protected by a curved-shaped roof of
high-quality stainless steel mesh and unique
glass windows, with a man-made waterfall
that adds beauty to the sanctuary and keeps
the garden cool all around. The garden is
home to a collection of 200 carnivorous or
insectivorous plants from about 30 species
of Nepenthes, tropical pitcher plants from
Southeast Asia, especially Singapore.

The house at Belmont Road presented an
interesting opportunity to work with the
existing colonial-style building structure and
a newer, more contemporary extension. The
design sought to unify both styles with the
use of vertical greenery, creating a sanctuary
for the client’s family in the form of a botanic
garden inside and outside the home. The
feature 6-metre-by-6-metre vertical garden
is located in the heart of the home, a duplex
encased in glass and powder-coated black
steel, effectively a botanical glasshouse. A
private green nook was also created in the
immediate exterior area, strategically placed
for a seamless transition from inside to out.
For the exterior space, the client’'s main
concerns were of aesthetics, practicality,
and privacy. The design intention was for
the hard boundaries to “disappear”, making
the garden seem borderless, and allowing
the botanical theme to carry on throughout
the property.

The
green wall is strategically located in the
mid-section of this glass-cladded building,
which faces the arrival area, creating
a “green lung” amidst hard structures
to embrace and welcome visitors with
green relief.
